MONMOUTH MEDICAL CENTER,
formerly known as Monmouth Memorial
Hospital, began as several rented rooms
above Arnold's Delicatessen on Broadway
back in 1887. A group of businessmen
rented these rooms above the Deli so
that local children could be treated for
a medical epidemic that had struck the
community at that fime.
One hundred and twenty-five
years later, Monmouth Medical Center
encompasses more than a dozen buildings
on a million-square foot campus. On
Wednesday, September 12, members
of the hospital family gathered with local
dignitaries for the 125th Anniversary
Celebration of Monmouth Medical Center.
