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The Hirair and Anna Hovnanian Foundation Neonatal Intensive Care Unit is uniquely
equipped to meet the needs of infants born too early or too small, or who require special
care or surgery. In 1968, Monmouth became the first hospital in New Jersey and the first
community hospital in the country to establish a newborn intensive care unit, and today, it
is the region’s largest state-designated Level III neonatal intensive care unit. It has one of
the highest survival rates among neonatal intensive care units in the country and ranks in
the top one-third for survival among such units that participate in Vermont/Oxford
Network’s international database for benchmarking.
